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(@) all rights, licenses, consents, and authorizations granted by either party to the
other hereunder will immediately terminate;
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(b)  Provider shall immediately cease all use of any Customer Data or Customer's
Confidential Information and permanently erase all Customer Data and Customer's
Confidential Information from all systems Provider directly or indirectly controls;
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(c)  Customer shall immediately cease all use of any Services or Provider
Materials and permanently erase all Provider Materials and Provider's Confidential
Information from all systems Customer directly or indirectly controls;
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(d)  notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, with respect to
information and materials then in its possession or control: (i) the Receiving Party may
retain the Disclosing Party's Confidential Information; and (ii) Provider may retain
Customer Data, in the case of each of subclause (i) and (ii) in its then current state and
solely to the extent and for so long as required by applicable Law; (iii) Provider may also
retain Customer Data in its backups, archives, and disaster recovery systems until such
Customer Data is deleted in the ordinary course; and (iv) all information and materials

described in this Section 14.4(d) will remain subject to all confidentiality, security, and
other applicable requirements of this Agreement;
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(e)  Provider may disable all Customer and Authorized User access to the Provider
Materials;
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() Unless this Agreement is terminated by Customer pursuant to Section 14.2(b),
all fees that would have become payable had the Agreement remained in effect until
expiration of the Term will become immediately due and payable, and Customer shall pay
such Fees, together with all previously-accrued but not yet paid Fees, on receipt of
Provider's invoice therefor. For the avoidance of doubt, in no event shall such fees be
refundable if this Agreement is terminated by Provider pursuant to Section 14.2 or
otherwise at the request of Customer.
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14.4  Surviving Terms. The provisions set forth in the following sections, and any other
right or obligation of the parties in this Agreement that, by its nature, should survive termination
or expiration of this Agreement, will survive any expiration or termination of this
Agreement: Section 3.1, Section 9, Section 11, Section 12, Section 13, Section 14.3,
this Section 14.4, and Section 15.

15.2 Relationship of the Parties. The relationship between the parties is that of
independent contractors. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed as creating any
agency, partnership, joint venture, or other form of joint enterprise, employment, or fiduciary
relationship between the parties, and neither party shall have authority to contract for or bind the
other party in any manner whatsoever.
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15.3 Public Announcements. Neither party will issue any publicity materials or press
releases that refer to the other party or its Affiliates, or use any trade name, trademark, service
mark or logo of the other party or its Affiliates in any advertising, promotions or otherwise,
without the other party’s prior written consent, provided that Provider may use the trade name,
trademark, service mark or logo of Customer or its Affiliate(s) in Provider’s advertising or
promotion materials (including, without limitation, Provider’s website) without obtaining
Customer’s consent to the extent and in a manner reasonably necessary to promote and market
the Services, as reasonably determined by Provider at its discretion..
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15.4 Notices. To be effective, notice under this Agreement must be given in writing. Each
party consents to receiving electronic communications and notifications from the other party in
connection with this Agreement. Each party agrees that it may receive notices from the other
party regarding this Agreement: (a) by email to the email address designated by such party as a
notice address for this Agreement; (b) by personal delivery; (c) by registered or certified mail,
return receipt requested; or (d) by nationally recognized courier service. Notice will be deemed
given upon written verification of receipt.
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15.5 Headings. The headings in this Agreement are for reference only and do not affect
the interpretation of this Agreement.
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15.6 Entire Agreement. This Agreement, together with the Standard Contract Listing and
any other documents incorporated herein by reference, constitutes the sole and entire agreement
of the parties with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement and supersedes all prior and
contemporaneous understandings, agreements, representations, and warranties, both written and
oral, with respect to such subject matter.
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15.7  Assignment. Customer shall not assign or otherwise transfer any of its rights, or
delegate or otherwise transfer any of its obligations or performance under this Agreement without
Provider's prior written consent.
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15.8 Force Majeure. In no event will either party be liable or responsible to the other
party, or be deemed to have defaulted under or breached this Agreement, for any failure or delay
in fulfilling or performing any term of this Agreement when and to the extent such failure or
delay is caused by any circumstances beyond such party’s reasonable control (a "Force Majeure
Event"), including (i) acts of God; (ii) flood, fire, earthquake, explosion; (iii) war, invasion,
hostilities (whether war is declared or not), terrorist threats or acts, riot or other civil unrest; (iv)




government order, law, or actions; (v) embargoes or blockades in effect on or after the date of
this Agreement; (vi) national or regional emergency; (vii) strikes, labor stoppages or slowdowns,
or other industrial disturbances; and (viii) pandemics or endemics. Either party may terminate
this Agreement if a Force Majeure Event affecting the other party continues substantially
uninterrupted for a period of 180 days or more.
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15.9 No Third-Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement is for the sole benefit of the parties
hereto and their respective successors and permitted assigns and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or shall confer upon any other Person any legal or equitable right, benefit,
or remedy of any nature whatsoever under or by reason of this Agreement.
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15.10 Amendment and Modification; Waiver. No amendment to or modification of this
Agreement is effective unless it is in writing and signed by each party. No waiver by any party
of any of the provisions hereof shall be effective unless explicitly set forth in writing and signed
by the party so waiving. Except as otherwise set forth in this Agreement, no failure to exercise,
or delay in exercising, any rights, remedy, power, or privilege arising from this Agreement will
operate or be construed as a waiver thereof; nor shall any single or partial exercise of any right,
remedy, power, or privilege hereunder preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the
exercise of any other right, remedy, power, or privilege.
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15.11 Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement is invalid, illegal, or
unenforceable in any jurisdiction, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect
any other term or provision of this Agreement or invalidate or render unenforceable such term or
provision in any other jurisdiction. Upon such determination that any term or other provision is
invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, the parties hereto shall negotiate in good faith to modify this
Agreement so as to effect the original intent of the parties as closely as possible in a mutually
acceptable manner in order that the transactions contemplated hereby be consummated as
originally contemplated to the greatest extent possible.
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15.12 Governing Law; Submission to Jurisdiction. This Agreement is governed by and
construed in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Korea without giving effect to any
choice or conflict of law provision. Any legal suit, action, or proceeding arising out of or related
to this Agreement will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of Seoul Central District Court as
the court of first instance.
